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When packing for your year at Tiferet, please keep in mind that from September until November 
the days can be very warm but the evenings are often cool.  November through March can be 
cold and wet.    We recommend bringing light clothing for the early fall and spring and preparing 
layered clothing for the winter months to wear both indoors and out.  We highly recommend 
that you do your best to not over-pack.  Please be aware that many American brand names can 
be purchased in Israel for a small premium (for example: American shampoos and deodorants, 
Duracell, Colgate,  etc…).  A large selection of American foods and products are sold in all of 
the nearby grocery stores and supermarkets in Ramat Beit Shemesh.
